John Brown’s Raid – Taking over a arsenal in Harpers Ferry VA hoping to start a slave rebellion
John C. Breckinridge – Ran for vice president in 1860 with Stephen Douglas.  Pro slavery
Constitutional  Union Party – New political party who wanted to support the constitution and enforce laws
John Bell – Presidential candidate in 1860 for the Constitutional Party.  Slaveholder opposed to K-N Act
John J. Crittenden – Proposed a plan dealing with slavery by protecting it in the south
Confederate States of America – Name given to states that left the union
Jefferson Davis – First president of the Confederate States of America
Main Idea #1:  Raid on Harper’s Ferry:  John Brown’s raid on Harpers Ferry intensified the disagreement between free states and slaves states.
1.  Why did John Brown attack a federal arsenal in Virginia? – Wanted to take weapons to start a slave uprising
2. What happened on October 16, 1859? – John Brown took over the federal arsenal at Harpers Ferry VA
3. What was the result of John Brown’s raid on Harpers Ferry? – He was quickly captured and convicted of treason.  The plan failed.
4. How were Lincoln’s views similar to and different from John Brown’s?   Both opposed slavery.  Lincoln did not agree with the use of force, violence, and treason.
5. Why did John Brown’s raid lead some southerners to talk about leaving the Union? Southerners worried that other opponents of slavery would attack them and leaving the union the only way to protect themselves.
Main Idea #2:  Election of 1860 The outcome of the election of 1860 divided the United States.
1.  Who were the 4 candidates in the election of 1860, and which political party did each represent?
Northern Democrats,  Stephen Douglas; John Bell , Constitutional Party; Southern Democrats, John Breckenridge; Republicans, Abraham Lincoln
2. What was the outcome of the election and why did the South feel it was losing power after the election of 1860? Lincoln won the election without winning a single southern state.
Main Idea #3:  The South Secedes - The dispute over slavery led the South to secede.
1. What were Lincoln’s views on slavery and his views on ending it? He would not change slavery in the South, but it should not expand and would naturally die out.
2. What did people in the South believe about their way of life? It would be destroyed without slave labor.
3.  How did the southern states respond to the election of 1860, and why? Formed conventions to consider leaving the union.  
4. Why did southerners who supported secession believe the action was constitutional?  

They believed they had voluntarily joined the union and should be free to leave.

5. What was the plan that John J. Crittenden proposed to preserve the Union?  A series of Proposed constitutional amendments related to slavery issues that were meant to pacify the south and avoid secession.
6. What did South Carolina do on December 20, 1860? They were the first state to leave the union.
7. What states seceded after South Carolina? Mississippi, Florida, Alabama, Georgia, Louisiana, Texas
8. Who was Jefferson Davis? First president of the Confederate States of America
9. What issue came up regarding federal property in the South? Who owned federal property in the confederate states? 
10. In his inaugural address, what view did Lincoln express regarding secession? He stated that the government receives its power from the people and   that Americans have the right to change the government either through constitutional amendment or revolution, but he opposed secession.
