Signer of the Constitution Obituary

You are to write an obituary for your selected signer of the constitution.  An obituary is a notice of the death of a person, usually with a biographical summary of their life and accomplishments. They are often found in newspapers and provide the reader with information about their life.  We looked at an obituary in class, but feel free to read other for examples.
The obituary will be worth 50 points.  The project is due _________________________ .  You will select your signer, but get approval from me before you proceed.
You must use at least two sources.  At least one must be print.  The requirements are as follows:

You will research the following areas:

1. Research the areas of work or career your signer did.  What is the value of their discovery or work?  Are there any inventions or discoveries your person is known for?  

2. Information on the role your signer played in the development (writing) of the constitution, approval of the constitution at the Constitutional Convention, ratification of the constitution in their home state.

3. Vital statistics - date of birth, death, where born and died, and the primary place or places where he or she lived, family information.
4. Schooling your signer received.  What schools and degrees your scientist earned. Did your scientist overcome any obstacles in completing their work?
Your obituary will include the following paragraphs:

· Name, age at death, residence at death (city, country), date of death, and cause of death (if available). 

· Date of birth, place of birth, and name of parents.

· Marriage, name of spouse, date of marriage, children.

· Describe their field of work, their accomplishments, and other work they did in their life.  Many signers of the constitution were successful in other careers.  Not all of them were politicians.  Why are they famous and important – in addition to signing the constitution?  Were there any obstacles they overcame in their life or career?  This section must include information on their signing the constitution.  For example, were they strong supporters of the constitution?  Did they help get the constitution ratified in their home state?
· List awards and other recognition.
· Schools they attended and education they received.
· **Extra credit – end your obituary with a quote from your person related to the constitution.
